MET BEFORE REGISTRATION CAN BE COMPLETED. 
 

Registration for current (Spring 2008) VU Jasper students begins Monday, March 10th. 
 

Registration for those not currently enrolled begins on Monday, May 5th. 
New students will be advised by admissions personnel. 
 

Students in off-campus classes may register in person at the VU Jasper Administrative Office or by mail.  Call site 
coordinator for registration dates at off campus sites. (See notes in schedule.) 

 
PLACEMENT TESTING:  All new students must take a placement test prior to registration.  (Transfer students may be 
exempt based on previous college credits.  Please check with the Admissions Office.)  There is no charge for the 
placement testing and results are available immediately.  Appointments for the testing are required. 
   Placement testing times are Tuesdays at 9:00 a.m. and on Thursdays at 1:30 p.m.

Statements will be mailed late July to those 
who register by that time.  Payment must be made by August 8th (or at registration whichever is later).  A three payment 
installment plan is available.  A non-refundable fee of $30 will be assessed on the first payment.  The remaining 
payments are due in September and October.
