Patient centered scenarios are created
which challenge students to solve problems and
interact within a team to achieve positive goals.
Without the risk to actual patients, the studeats c
gain confidence in their progressive experience and
from their evaluations.

Simulation has been used over the years in many
settings: firefighter and police training, flight
simulators for pilots and in military situations.
Simulation allows for repetition, video recording
for evaluation and review opportunities for non-
participants. Importantly, simulation provides an
active, supportive learning environment for the
student.
